All Future Ferns teams will begin their 2024 competition on Saturday 25t May 2024.

FUTURE FERNS REGISTRATIONS ARE DUE

All Year 6 registrations are due by Friday 12% April 2024. Ensure all teams are
registered. If you have not named all your players by this date, ensure you have the
team name registered. Year é teams will have up until the 17t May (day prior to
grading) to name all players. Year é fees are due 10" May. All Year 1-5 team
registrations are due by Friday 34 May. Year 1 - 5 teams will have up to 30t May
(day prior to first game) to name all players. Year 1 - 5 team fees are due 31s May.
All registrations will be completed on our Friendly Manager registrations site. All year
6 teams will be able to choose the grade they wish to grade for.

Year 5 and 6 Competition

Grades and Points
These shall be determined by Tauranga Netball Centre. Please note the following:
1. Boys are eligible to play but only a maximum of three (3) per team.
One in each third of the court.

2. Points

Win = 4 points

Draw = 2 points

Loss by 3 or less = 1 point

Loss = 0 points

Default Win = 4 points awarded to non-offending team

Default Loss 0 points awarded to the offending team

Semi Finals Format for Year 6

Team seeded 1t in grade/section shall play the team seeded 4th in grade/section.
Team seeded 27 in grade/section shall play the team seeded 3 in grade/section.
Team seeded 5" in grade/section shall play the team seeded 6™ to determine 5
and 6™ placings. These teams will not play in the finals

Finals Format for Year 6

The winner of 1 v 4 shall play the winner of 2 v 3 to determine 15t and 2nd placings
The loser of 1v4 shall play the loser of 2v3 to determine 3@ and 4™ placings

There shall be no draws in semis and finals. In the event that the scores are level at
full-time the game shall continue until one team has a two (2) goal advantage.
Year é teams semi’s and finals will play at 10.30am and 1.30pm

(Game times may change dependent on numbers)

Umpires
Umpires for the year 5 grade games will be allocated from the pool of umpires which
will come from the FFW (futurefern whistlers) LTU workshop, who will be learning to
umpires just like the players are learning to play Netball.

All 6 teams are required to provide an umpire. It is the responsibility of the teams to
fulfil this requirement every week.




To help schools who find it hard to source an umpires, first of all please ensure you
utilise our LTU workshops we run before the season to train your umpires or please
contact Maree (Umpire Lead) at umpirelead@tauranganetball.co.nz if you need
assistance to find umpires for your school.

All Year 5 and 6 Umpires must register upstairs in the Harbourside Lounge their
attendance with the Umpire Coaches on Duty before their game/s, and Umpires
who are on the FFW (Futurefern Whistlers) or LTU (Learn to Umpire) pathway should
add their game times to the Umpiring Coaching board.

Please be reminded any verbal confrontations from players, coaches, spectators or
supporters with umpires will not be tolerated. Only the team captain may approach
the Umpire for clarification at quarter/half time.

Year 1-4 teams do not require an umpire but must have a coach or manager on
court at all times who can support and guide the team throughout the game.

Umpire Workshops

Tauranga netball provides clear pathways for our umpire to develop their umpire
skills. We have an Umpires Group led by our Umpire Lead - Maree Body

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Team Duties
TNC will continue with Team Duties in 2024. All teams at some point or another
during the season will be given duties which will be compulsory and if not
completed the school will be fined so please ensure your team managers are made
aware of this.

Defaults
Five (5) players constitute the minimum number for a playing team.
Defaults are of concern and SHOULD NOT HAPPEN. It is extremely frustrating and
inconvenient for both the centre and non-offending feams. Teams need to be more
committed and must take every effort to field a team week in and week out for the
duration of the competition. Regulation changes have been made to make this
easier for teams to abide by. Any defaults that are not reported at least 24hours prior
to the start of game day will be fined $30. This will be invoiced to the school.

Uniform and Dress Code
The playing uniform of a school must be approved and registered. A school team
may not change their uniform without the approval of TNC.

Correct Netball Uniform is to be worn by all teams at all times during play.
Players are not permitted to wear coloured stockings, rugby socks, skivvies or bike
pants that hang below the uniform. Players need to set an example and take pride

in the uniform they wear and the club/team they represent.

Dispensation may be approved for any medical issues. Approval must be sought
from TNC management.

All Future Ferns will be permitted to wear black thermal tops under their uniform.

Jewellery, Fingernails and Hair
As perrule 5.1.1 (iv) of the Rules of Netball:
Players may not wear anything that could endanger themselves or other players,
specifically:
a) No adornment or jewellery may be worn other than a wedding ring
which must be covered with tape
b) A medical alert bracelet may be worn provided it is covered with
tape
c) Fingernails must be short and smooth
d) Hair must be suitably tied back




Changing Goal Ends

Year 3/4/5 teams change goal ends after half time. Year 6 after each quarter.

Rotation is Compulsory
It is the responsibility of the coach to ensure all players are rotated. Rotations are
made at the end of each quarter of play. All players are on the court for at least
half a game and must be given the opportunity to play and develop in all six/seven
positions.
